A small portable pager can tell the nurse if a
fall risk individual is beginning a bed exit, or if the individual is simply
summoning assistance.

• Page differentiates between bed exit in progress or

nurse call.
• UHF transmission means extended pager range (up to a

mile, using no repeaters).
• One transmitter monitors up to four inputs in a room

(any combination of fall alarms or nurse calls).
• Two pager models available: GEO Pulsar (numeric

only) or GEO40 (alphanumeric).
• Pagers are programmed to respond to specific transmit-

ter(s) by room and patient.
• Caregivers are able to freely roam to attend to other

duties while still monitoring fall risk patients/residents.
